You will need:


• A glass full of water

• A torch

• A sheet of white paper or a 

white background


How to Make a Rainbow


• Place your glass infront of the white background

• Shine the torch through the glass of water onto the piece of paper.

• The rainbow should appear on the paper. 

• Move the torch around to see if the size and shape of your rainbow changes.


Try this out with different sizes and shapes of glass containers.

Try the same experiment using containers made from different materials.
